The new Osceola Career Center office sits in a 54,000-square-foot CIT building with modern vibe and amazing 
campus and lake views. It houses Valencia’s several new workforce-oriented degree programs, including a new 
Associate in Science degree program in engineering technology, with specializations in advanced 
manufacturing and supply chain automation. 

Inside CSCF Career Center are spacious and functional areas with modern equipment and facilities designed 
to provide both career seekers and businesses skills training and educational programs, hiring and career 
coaching services, employee training and education, and screening and hiring talent. For 2018-2019 program 
year, CSCF has served over 7,800 individuals, 340 Businesses and 464 Veterans in Osceola County.
